David is well known and a popular tutor at U3A.  He is an eminent geologist, geophysicist and ground
water specialist.  His many other interests include railways, history and music.  He has written several
books.

Monday 1:00-2:30 KA1
MaeÕr Gymraeg yn Hawdd Ð Welsh is Easy! - Beginners Peter Ball
Welsh is the most thriving of the Celtic languages and these 90 minute sessions for beginners, emphasise
the spoken language of today with some light relief with some music, video etc about Welsh culture.  For
rapid progress a sense of achievement and motivation, the plan is to work between sessions on the free
internet course called ÒSay Something in WelshÓ (SSIWÑsee www.saysomethinginwelsh.com /),
using class time for explanation, practice, and extension.  CDs or cassettes of this course will be available
if necessary.  We will also sometimes draw on free resources available from BBC Wales, S4C (TV
Channel 4 Wales) and elsewhere.
Peter from Bristol studied in Hull and Belfast before lecturing in Uganda.  In Tasmania he taught and
researched at UTas in social psychology, psycholinguistics and related fields.  His recreational interests
include choral singing, art and studying languages.

Monday 2:30-4:30 KA1
Mwy o Gymraeg  Ð Welsh Continuation Margaret and Guy Nicholson
This course is aimed at those who have completed a beginnersÕ course and want to improve their
command of spoken Welsh.  Grammar and vocabulary building will be integrated into conversational
topics.  There will also be an opportunity to listen and sing Welsh songs.
Marg comes from Anglesey in North Wales and Welsh was her first language when she immigrated to
Tasmania.  She retired from NW Regional hospital Burnie and her interests include reading, languages,
music and the performing arts.
Guy has been learning Welsh from Marg and her family for many years and has studied the language
more intensively over the last two or three years.  His background has been in History teaching and he
was Asst Principal at Don College.  His interests include fly fishing, writing, languages, reading, AFL and
folk music.

What to observe and consider in a range of natural
circumstances including beaches, rivers, cliffed coasts, and anthropogenic activities, with particular
emphasis on environmental aspects
Ed is an expert on the subject of sedimentary geology; he has worked extensively in Universities and as a
consultant. As well as knowing his subject, Ed has proved to be a very entertaining speaker.
